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Victory Geyser in Rare Eruption,
September 2009

Victory Geyser in eruption 
on September 21, 2009. 
Victory emerged as a new 
hot spring in 1998 and was 
active as a geyser in 1998 
and 1999 before falling dor-
mant. It was a small, quiet 
pool with bacteria growing 
in its vent until September 
21, 2009, when it began 
having major eruptions. 
Intervals were usually 2 to 
3 hours, with durations of 
30 to 45 minutes. Eruptions 
were 2 to 4 feet tall with oc-
casional bursts to 5 to 8 feet, 
sometimes throwing rocks 
out of the crater. Victory 
also showed a connection to 
Square Spring, Persistent 
Geyser, and Culvert Geyser, 
located on the other side of 
the paved path. �  e three 
springs cycled up and down 
in sympathy with Victory•s 
cycles, and their water 
levels dropped during 
Victory•s eruptions. Photo by 
Lotus Baker.
