North Function






Examples:
4/23, 4/30, 5/6, 6/6, 7/23, 7/30, 8/5, 9/9, 9/15, 9/22, 10/15

Between eruptions:

GIP levels higher and more indicative

Strongest hot periods occur on marathon recoveries

Mastiff depth-charging and strong Bijou recoveries only after strong hot periods

Hot periods between eruptions:
Hot periods occur every 2-5 hours

Strong hot periods occur every 6-10 hours

More Mastiff discharge during hot periods

More Mastiff surging during hot periods

Cave seldom seen, even in strong hot periods

Feather starts before SW Vents

Grotto’s behavior:
Frequent marathons
Longer marathons (20-36 hours)

Eruption hot periods:
Occur on marathon recoveries
Feather Satellite begins quickly (10-50 seconds)

Mastiff strong surging throughout hot period
Accompanied by Mastiff and sometimes Catfish

Giant starts 1-3 minutes after the start of Mastiff

South Function






Examples:

6/17, 7/3, 7/13, 8/19, 8/27, 9/4, 9/27, 10/4, 10/8, 10/22, 10/27
Between eruptions:

GIP levels lower and less indicative

Marathon recovery hot periods not as strong
Mastiff depth-charging and strong Bijou recoveries may occur after weak hot periods or bathtubs

Hot periods between Eruptions:
Hot periods and/or bathtubs occur every 1-2 hours
Strong hot periods occur every 8-12 hours

Very little Mastiff discharge

Little to no Mastiff surging on weaker hot periods

Cave commonly seen with stronger hot periods

SW Vents start before Feather

Grotto’s behavior:

Marathons less frequent

Shorter marathons (14-20 hours)

Extended activity by South Grotto Fountain common prior to Giant eruptions (7/3, 8/19, 8/27, 9/27)
Eruption hot periods:

Do not occur on marathon recoveries
Feather Satellite may delay up to 6 minutes

Mastiff surging variable (maximum 3-12 feet)

Typically not accompanied by Mastiff

Giant starts 2-4 minutes after Mastiff has dropped
